Indiana-PAW is an all-volunteer agency whose 
mission is to use education and advocacy to 

reduce the number of companion animals who 
are euthanized in Indiana, and to cultivate 

 in our community a sense of respect for the 
needs of those animals  

with whom we share our world. 
 

 

What Indiana-PAW Is Doing  
WeÕre working to reduce the number of animals 
unnecessarily euthanized in Indiana by: 

 Increasing the number of local animals 
who are spayed/neutered, by publicizing 
the health and behavioral benefits of 
spay/neuter surgery, and by pointing 
citizens to low-cost spay/neuter resources; 

 Promoting adoptions from Indiana 
shelters and rescue groups as a more 
responsible option than buying animals 
from breeders and pet stores in the midst 
of a pet-overpopulation crisis; 

 Educating pet owners who are 
considering giving their pets up over minor 
problems or lifestyle changes, and making 
them aware of resources to assist them; 

 Educating Hoosiers about responsible 
pet care, including microchipping, 
vaccinations, introducing new pets to the 
family, etc; 

 Facilitating collaborations between 
citizens and the more than 380 animal 
welfare groups across Indiana.

Every day in the U.S., more 
than 13,000 dogs and cats 
are surrendered by their 
owners to shelters. That 
doesnÕt include the 
estimated 5-10 million living 
as strays on the streets. 

U.S. animal shelters are 
forced to euthanize 
between 4 and 12 million 
dogs and cats each year, 
due to a lack of homes.  
Most of these animals are 
healthy and adoptable. 

Despite these figures, fewer than 20% of Americans adopt 
their pets from shelters or rescue groups.   

And millions of animals arenÕt spayed/neutered, leading to 
thousands more being born each day, many of whom will 
be euthanized due to a lack of homes. 

This is whatÕs happening every day in America.  And every 
day in Indiana.
